The Independent Learning (ILM) and the Action Enquiry modules allow students to negotiate a programme of study that is not available as a conventional module.

In order to be permitted to undertake these modules, students must be able to propose an area of study which meets with the approval of the University.  It will be necessary to negotiate specific learning outcomes that are appropriate, both in terms of volume and level of credit, but also which correspond with or complement the global outcomes of the programme of study.  Students will also be required to negotiate the assessed outcome of their work, which typically would be in the form of a written report of 6,000 words.  Due to the very nature of the module students are invited to propose alternative modes of submission.

Either module requires that students engage with the work in an independent manner, however tutorial support will be provided.  It is essential that students discuss their work, and receive approval to proceed, before embarking upon their project.

It is possible to embark upon the work of an ILM or Action Enquiry at any time, commencement does not have to coincide with the normal semester study periods.  Please ring Ray Petty to discuss the way in which your ideas could be developed.

The module is available at levels 3 (BA-Hons) and 4 (MA) and carries 30 credits.
