This course will enable teachers, whether beginning, early career or more experienced, to research in some depth an aspect of their work. You will be encouraged to develop your thinking about learning, drawing on your own experience and that of other course members and relevant literature. You will focus on a specific research topic, consider research methodology and data collection issues and begin writing. It would be helpful to have selected a research focus before the course, if possible, and maybe even to have begun collecting data. During the course you will continue to gather your research data and to write about learning outcomes and their impact on your professional practice. The assessed component is a piece of action research written up as an 8000 word assignment to be submitted by 19 November.
Key elements:
· The focus of the action research will be your choice 

· Your research will be individual but the taught sessions will be collaborative

· You will have access to the Suffolk Postgraduate & Research Centre library and other resources electronically

There will be scope and time for beginning writing the assignment and discussing it with the course tutor and course members, so that the assignment is well underway before the end of the course.

The module is available at level 4 (MA) and carries 30 credits.
