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We work in ever increasingly complex professional worlds. Operating within multifaceted and sometimes profoundly challenging organisational cultures, we are managed, manage ourselves, and manage others, towards demanding and sometimes ill-defined goals. Seeking to balance out the demands made upon us, we often feel we are travelling over tricky and tenuous terrain.  At times it may seem that the organisation itself has lost its way. At others we can ourselves feel lost and alone in a cold and hard place unsure where to turn for advice or direction.   

This module will introduce students to a variety of ways of writing about their professional experience and will use a group sharing process to explore our perspectives and predicaments.  Students will be asked to draw upon a range of reading in interpreting the significance of their own personal experiences, in the expectation that their professional practice will be ‘moved on’ by this work. 
Students will be introduced to examples of written work in a variety of styles, ranging from formal factual reports to fictional reconstructions, and encouraged to adopt creative approaches towards representing and interpreting their experience through expanding their notion of what is admissible as ‘academic text.’   They will be expected to adopt some of these different writing styles to respond to their own professional experience.  
There is a significant amount of literature associated with this approach to learning, and this will inform much of the writing that students will engage in.
