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There must be many occasions in your professional life when you wonder if things could be done differently, or better and you probably wonder why nobody has ever done anything about it.  You might also wonder if there are ways you can improve your own practice and that of your colleagues.  One of the advantages of studying for an MA in Education is that you get a chance to ask those difficult questions and find out if indeed there is a better way or a different way of doing something.  Of course, you can’t just launch into some form of research without knowing something about the accepted procedures for carrying out investigations.  But don’t worry because help is at hand.  The research methodology module will help you to formulate questions, find out how to answer those questions, and how to present your answers in an acceptable form.  
This module will make you think; it will stimulate you and at times it will probably annoy you.  But at the end of it you will be equipped to carry out your own investigations with confidence and carry them out according to the protocols of social science research.
