In the contemporary world we are beset by images. Every way we turn images hit us, impacting upon our emotions, our attitudes, our ways of thinking, the decisions we make in our professional and our personal lives. Yet we rarely stop to reflect upon this process, to come to a clearer understanding of the impact of the image. 

At the same time it has never been easier to use images ourselves; to source, make, manipulate, and represent images.  Set the camera on auto-focus, adjust the settings on the mobile phone, download, upload, select, tone-down, air-brush out, publish, present and persuade.  

The photographic image is a major feature of our cultural world.  It exists at the interface between the individual and the collective forces at play in society.  Much of the way images influence us in the day-to-day is semi or sub conscious. Yet we can learn to become critical of the ways in which the image is used to influence us. We can also learn to use images creatively as a way of examining and representing our experience, as a vehicle for understanding and expressing our own viewpoints.   
This module will bring photographic images to the fore as a starting place and vehicle for the reflective process. Participants will spend their time creatively making and analytically examining visual images.  The outcome will be a critical exploration of aspects of the students own experience in the world through the filter of the camera lens. 
The course assignment will take the form of a Word document which uses and embodies images as a central dimension to, and subject matter of, the text.  As part of the process students will be introduced to, identify, and reference authoritative sources from relevant fields.  Please note this is not a photography course, rather it is a course that allows students to explore the use of photography and photographic images as a vehicle for reflective enquiry.
