Making things from clay is, for most people, an enjoyable and challenging experience. Its twin qualities of plasticity and eventual durability make it a very versatile material, and in fact only a small proportion of it is used in the production of art and craft- but it is on this that the course concentrates. Fundamental hand forming and hand building techniques will be experienced and then further developed according to personal preference, while likely sources for the design of both shape and decoration will be considered. 

Technical matters to do with materials and processes will be discussed, but nothing in the course will be beyond the scope of the novice or wholly inappropriate for application in school.

The educational context will be considered, and it is hoped that the personal skills and enthusiasm which the module seeks to develop might feed through into some classroom teaching.

Humankind’s use of clay has very long history which crosses nearly all cultural boundaries. It is important to gain some insight into this, and a visit to a local museum will form the basis of an initial discussion. However, the main emphasis of the course remains firmly on exploring and coming to terms with some of the possibilities inherent in this fascinating material.
