Areas to be explored will include:

· Ways to combine techniques to great effect.
· Wide range of monoprinting techniques.

· Black & white and colour etching. 
· Collagraph techniques.

· Developing ideas using digital techniques. 
· Reference to the work of other artists.

· Use of line, tone, texture and pattern in both black/white and colour imagery. 

· An understanding of multiple-plate printmaking.

· An understanding of the potentials of highly effective ‘safe’ etching techniques, without the use of acids or petro-chemical solvents. 
· Opportunities to make large-scale prints. Large press to be used, as well as methods not requiring a press. 
· Students will be able to produce high-quality finished work across a range of techniques.

The course is suitable for those with some experience of printmaking as well as beginners. Students will be introduced to techniques and processes which can be used to produce a variety of high-quality results. A variety of monoprinting techniques will be explored and experimented with. Students will also have the opportunity to experiment with ‘safe’ etching, which employs less harmful chemicals (some are domestic products). Students will work with a variety of surfaces including copper and perspex.  Colour plays an important part in this course. Students will be encouraged to produce work on a variety of scales. There will be opportunities to combine different techniques within the same print. There will be high-quality inks, papers and plates for use.   Students will be able to learn how to print, dry and finish their prints. Step-by-step demonstration and instruction will be given wherever necessary.  As soon as students feel sufficiently confident with materials and processes, they will be supported in a widely experimental approach, producing a lively and individually expressive body of work.   Many of the techniques learnt will be transferable to both studio and classroom.

Students will be required to have a small exhibition of their work on Friday afternoon and to keep a learning journal in which they record and analyse their learning on the course.
Dom Theobald is a practising painter and printmaker who exhibits frequently throughout East Anglia, in London and abroad. Recent solo shows include Wembley Point in London and Outpost Gallery in Norwich, and group shows at Salthouse and Tate Britain. Dom also teaches Art and Photography at The Hewett School in Norwich. He trained at Camberwell, Norwich, and the Slade, and has a BA Hons (1st class) Fine Art and a Higher Diploma in Fine Art, both in Printmaking.
