Research methodology is the one mandatory module on the MA pathway. It is usually studied immediately before the final module: the dissertation. However this module may be taken at any point on an individual student’s pathway, and there may be real advantages in taking it sooner rather than later.

The work of this module introduces the idea of teacher as researcher, and is based upon the premise that teachers who carry out research into their own practice are likely to be more effective in that role. 

The course starts by introducing students to research that has been carried out by others, primarily the large number of dissertations that are kept in our research library.

Students are then introduced to the most commonly used research methodologies: Case Study, Action Research, Reflective Enquiry and Survey. Consideration is then given to methods of data collection; interviews, questionnaires, observations etc.

An important aspect of the work of this course is regard for the sometimes-difficult ethical dilemmas that teachers as researchers can find themselves in.

Part of the assignment for this course is the writing of a research proposal, related to the final module, the dissertation.
This module is available for 30 credits at level 4 on the MA (Ed) degree pathway.
